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Abstract.
This research aims to propose a comprehensive national framework for
Acrtificial Intelligence (Al) governance in the Libyan government in order to
strengthen digital sovereignty and enhance internal security. The study
analyzes the technical, legal, institutional, and social dimensions associated
with the integration of Al technologies into the public sector. It highlights
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the strategic importance of Al as a transformative tool capable of improving
governmental efficiency, supporting decision-making processes, and
enhancing security systems through advanced data analysis and predictive
modeling.

The research also examines the major challenges facing Libya in adopting
Al, including weak digital infrastructure, fragmented governmental
databases, limited cybersecurity capabilities, and the absence of
comprehensive legislation regulating data protection, algorithmic
accountability, and automated decision-making. Moreover, the study
emphasizes that excessive reliance on foreign technological providers
represents a significant risk to national security and data sovereignty,
especially regarding sensitive security and financial information.
In addition, the research reviews international experiences in Al governance,
including the European Union’s regulatory model, the United States’ risk-
management approach, China’s digital sovereignty strategy, and selected
Arab experiences such as the United Arab Emirates and Saudi Arabia. Based
on these models, the study proposes a practical governance framework for
Libya that includes the establishment of a national Al council, a specialized
Al governance authority, a sovereign national data center, and a national
cybersecurity center, supported by clear legal and policy reforms.
The research concludes that Libya’s successful transition toward a secure
digital government requires strong political commitment, institutional
coordination, legislative development, capacity-building programs, and
long-term investment in national digital infrastructure. A well-designed Al

governance system is essential to ensure responsible and secure use of Al
